1. Scope of works and Source of funding

1.1. The Roads Authority (RA) with funding from Roads Fund has budgeted public funds for the procurement of various works in the 2025 – 2026 financial year. 2.2. All eligible bidders are required to show evidence of registration equivalent to Construction Industry Regulatory Authority (CIRA) Unlimited Civil Engineering Category and have renewed their membership for the current financial year.
